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Action Simulation: Exploring Representational Underpinnings of Unseen
Action

I discuss recent experimental evidence concerning the perception of occluded action and
the putative role of simulation of unseen action as a substitute of perception of seen
action. Experiments address three major issues: the transition between perception and
simulation, the time course of simulation and contributions of the motor system to
action simulation. In a concluding remark | discuss the relationship between physical
and mental simulation.
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
