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Insufficiency of a Letter Route for Word Identification

Many models of visual word identification propose that identification is mediated exclusively
by letter identification. However, some empirical phenomena appear to require a route to word
identification other than through letters. I will discuss simulation results and experimental data that

encourage a model that assumes a role for whole-word properties.
